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Final Project
Directions: Choose two of the following options. Complete them and be ready to present to the class the end of the first week of school.

1. Create a timeline of your favorite chapter (excluding “The Troop Train”). Be sure to include all of the important events (should be at least 6 events).  Illustrate each important event above the timeline. Describe what is happening and why it is important on the bottom of the timeline.
2. Make a character chart for either Grandma Dowdel or the two kids. If you choose Grandma, list six traits about her. If you choose the two kids, list a total of six traits about Joe and Mary Alice.  Draw a picture of that person/those people. Regardless of whom you choose, you must find an example in the text that illustrates each trait. Copy or paraphrase the text and include the page number(s). 
3. Several summers pass between “Centennial Summer” and “The Troop Train.” Even though it mentions “Centennial Summer” as being Joe’s last summer there, write a fictional account of a summer that occurs between those two chapters. Try to stay true to the characters and the narrator’s voice. (2+ pages typed or written)
